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Timely Warnings

In the event that a situation arises, either on or off campus, that, in the
judgment of the school officials, constitutes an ongoing or continuing threat,
a campus wide “timely warning” will be issued. The warning will be issued
by postings campus wide.

Depending on the particular circumstances of the crime, especially in all
situations that could pose an immediate threat to the community and
individuals, the warning will be posted in each classroom as well as in all
campus offices. Anyone with information warranting a timely warning
should report the circumstances to the Front Office at 517 Broad St. Lake
Charles, Louisiana 70601 or by phone at (337) 439-5765.
